This criteria evaluates working lands
based on the influence that urban areas have on adjacent lands.  
Areas where cities and villages are in close proximity or have made 
financial investments or plans are less likely and less appropriate to 
remain as productive working lands.

    Working lands within the 1/2 mile extraterritorial area receive 80 points
    Working lands outside 1/2 mile extraterritorial area receive 100 Points
