Award Amounts based on Tuition

e Midwest Student Exchange Program (MSEP) - $1000/yr, renewable for 4 yrs ($500 fall/$S500 sp)
e Return to WI (R2W) - $1000/year, renewable for 4 years (500 fall/$500 sp)
e Out of State (OS) - $4000/year, renewable for 4 years (52000 fall/$2000 sp)
