COURSE DESCRIPTION
3 Credits. Concepts, principles, and current research findings applied to the study of growth and development from conception through death in the context of the family. Includes physical/health related issues. Prereq: Psychology 110 or consent of instructor. GDR: SS2
COURSE OBJECTIVES
Through active participation in class and completion of assignments students will:

· Learn the major theoretical concepts of biological, cognitive, and social development in normally developing individuals across the life span.

· Understand the influence of social and cultural contexts on human development.
· Make links between the theoretical concepts and actual human behavior, programming, and professional organizations involving healthy human development. 
· Recognize quality, research based, information, programs, and tools.

COURSE EXPECTATIONS
· Reading of assigned text chapters and other materials by scheduled dates. 

· Attend class and participate in class discussion and activities.

· Completion of all assignments and exams on time.

ATTENDANCE The University expects that students will attend all of their classes. Exam questions will be drawn both from readings and in class lecture (which will often include material not found in the readings). Additionally, in the event of in class or take home assignments, activities, quizzes, worksheets, or extra credit opportunities, one would need to be present to receive credit. Students are responsible for all in class or 24 hour advance email announcements. While attendance points will not be given, more than two absences, or obvious non-participation during class (sleeping, reading newspaper, studying for another class), may result in a lower final course grade. EXAMS There will be 4 Exams, worth 100 points each. During exams, caps must be removed or the bill turned to the back. All exams may be machine scored, and have essay components, so students will need to bring writing paper, and a #2 pencil on exam days. Exams will cover material from all information presented for this class including, but not limited to, lectures, readings, videos, etc.

MISSED EXAMS The only reason that make up exams are given is if both of the following apply: a) you have a university approved excuse for the missed exams and b) acceptable verification for missing each exam was submitted within one week of the exam in question. Make up exams will be made up during the scheduled time of the final exam for this class. If you miss an exam or an assignment because you were in jail, you will be allowed to make up the exam or work under the stipulation that credit will be given pending your trial verdict: Guilty=no credit, Not Guilty=credit.

TEST ITEM PROTEST Any student wishing to protest a test item must do so, in writing, within one week of the time that the test grades are posted. In your protest make direct reference to the answer that you feel is correct (i.e. reference, page#, and quote). By the end of the semester a response will be given to you concerning your protest.

ASSIGNMENTS
Assignments will be assigned in class and completed in class or at home, depending on the assignment. Assignments need to be completed and brought to class by the beginning of the next class period or by the time that they are assigned. Late assignments will lose 10% for each day late. Assignments are automatically 1 day late if not turned in at the time due. There will also be in class quizzes to assess the thoroughness of participants’ reading and understanding of the material.

GRADING It is the instructor’s responsibility to evaluate and post the grades for students work. It is the student’s responsibility to verify that credit was given for an assignment. Grades will be posted periodically throughout the semester. Students may come and discuss grades for only one week after they are posted. In other words, at the end of the quarter I will not discuss grades from the beginning of the quarter. Approximately one half of the final grade will be from exams, and approximately one half of the final grade will be from in class activities, quizzes, participation, discussion boards, etc.
