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Attendees have the option of taking a one-credit (graduate or undergraduate) add-on option in conjunction with the workshop.  The requirement for this one credit course is to attend the workshop in full, and upon completion, write a 3-6 page review of the workshop.  Students who are taking the course for graduate credit need to attend the workshop, read the book, “Aquaponic Food Production:  Raising Fish and Plants for Food and Profit” by Rebecca L. Nelson and write a 7-10 page review of the workshop and book.  The reviews need to include the following information:

1.) Your name and contact information:  phone number, email address where you can be reached.
2.) Title of the workshop and days you attended.
3.) SUMMARY:  This should be a comprehensive summary of the workshop you attended.  In this summary please provide specific information covered.
4.) PROFESSIONAL RELEVANCE:  In this review you need to connect the information presented at the workshop with specific aspects of your life or work.  How will you apply the information you have learned?
5.) PERSONAL REACTION:  Discuss your personal reaction to the information provided at the workshop.  Was the presentation style effective, etc.?  When appropriate you may wish to apply the information given in the workshop to personal experience.
FOR GRADUATE STUDENTS:
1.) Complete the review of the workshop following the points above.  
2.) BOOK SUMMARY:  This should be a summary of the book and topics covered.  In what ways does the book reinforce what was presented at the workshop?  What additional information did you learn by reading the book?  How will you apply this new, additional information?

The reviews are due December 2018.  You may email or mail the reviews to Rebecca Nelson, at the address above.
