Course Objectives:

In Chinese 300, students will improve all four aspects of language acquisition: speaking and
listening as well as reading and writing. They will continue to consolidate and build on the skills
they have acquired in Chinese 201. Students will be working with different partners and in small
groups daily to facilitate as much conversation as possible. Grammar topics will also be
systematically reviewed. By the end of the semester, each student should feel much more
comfortable when hearing the Chinese language and should also be able to speak on a variety
of topics and issues covered in this course.

Learning Goals:

In the 5th semester, students will develop the following skills:

review and improve comprehension and oral expression skills. Special emphasis will be

placed on structured as well as spontaneous conversation.

improve listening skills and the ability to comprehend the Chinese language,

grasp the fundamental concepts of Chinese grammar and vocabulary expansion covered in

this course,

development of writing skills.

There
will be a mid-term oral test and a final comprehensive exam including oral

and written exams.
