Course Description: (taken from catalogue) Introduction to object-oriented programming
paradigm; definition and use of classes; fundamentals of object-oriented design; development of
object-oriented programming language principles; coding in a current object-oriented
programming language. Prerequisites: CNMT-100 — Principles of Computing

Course Objectives

e Learn and use basic programming constructs such as variable declarations, assignments,
operators, data types, type casting, wrapper classes and reading user input.

e Apply decision structures, loops, methods, arrays, file operations and exception handling.

e Describe and use essential concepts in object-oriented programming such as classes,
objects, inheritance, aggregation, polymorphism, data hiding and encapsulation.

o Use Eclipse integrated development environment (IDE) to develop Java programs and
practice programming standards as recommended in the IT industry.

o Use Java API to solve problem scenarios close to the real-world applications and logical
code problem solutions.
