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Mini Group Experiences: Students will engage in two mini-group experiences to practice specific group 
work skills and to prepare for a successful Final Project Group experience.  Mini groups are pass/fail as 
follows: 

 
Mini-Group #1: Dinner and Game Group 

Group Members: Assigned (5 members) 
Group Tasks: Plan a homemade sit-down, cooked, dinner (no fast-food) as a group that includes a main 

course, two side dishes, a drink, and a dessert.  Play a board game or active sport together as a 
group.  The dinner and game should involve at least 2 hours of group member interaction. 

 
Deliverables:  

▪ Present a 5-minute oral debrief to the rest of the class (all group members must participate). 
▪ Upload a written group debrief to D2L prior to your oral debrief consisting of: 

o Pictures of group members throughout this activity, formal and action 
o A detailed description of what was accomplished 
o A summary of time spent (per group member) and group members’ responsibilities 
o Confidential performance review by each group member for all other group members. 

 
Mini-Group #2: Academic Research and Presentation Group 

Group Members: Student Choice (3 members) 
Group Tasks: Develop a presentation on a chapter concept/concepts (no longer than 15 minutes) that 

includes the following: (1) a brief presentation on the concept(s) using power point, (2) a class 
activity that allows class members to experience and/or practice the concept(s), (3) a 1-page 
handout related to the research you found on your concept(s).   

 
No two groups may present on concepts from the same chapter.  Take pictures of your group throughout 

the experience to use in your debrief.  
 
Deliverables:  

▪ Present a 5-minute oral debrief to the rest of the class (all group members must participate). 
▪ Upload a written group debrief to D2L prior to your oral debrief consisting of: 

o Pictures of group members throughout this activity, formal and action 
o A detailed description of what was accomplished  
o A summary of time spent (per group member) and group members’ responsibilities 
o Confidential performance review by each group member for all other group members. 
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Final Project Group:  During the second half of the semester, students will self-select their own team 
members and choose a problem on campus and/or in the community to solve.  This project needs to 
have a solution that can be implemented and evaluated.  In other words, the team needs to do more 
than recommend a course of action they must create a solution.   
 
 

30 pts.  Team Presentation (15 minutes) 
60 pts.  Professional Report (8 pages) 
10 pts.  Team Member Performance Reviews  
 

For this project, each team will need to: 
1. Choose a meaningful problem happening on campus or in the community 
2. Learn more about the problem (how did the problem start?, who does it affect?, has anyone 

tried to solve it?, did previous efforts to solve the problem solve it completely/partially?, 
identify likely causes, potential solutions, etc.) by talking with those connected to it 
(Department Chairs, Administrators, Professionals, Community Leaders, etc.), those affected 
by it, or individuals/groups who have tried to resolve it in the past. 

3. Identify likely causes,  
4. Develop plan to reduce/eliminate problem causes (plan, time commitment, expected budget, 

etc.), 
5. Submit plan for instructor and client approval,  
6. Make necessary adjustments to plan based off feedback,  
7. Gain approval to implement plan 
8. Implement the plan,  
9. Evaluate ROI (Return on Investment) for the client and overall effectiveness of the 

implementation effort.   
10. Provide next-step recommendations to client 

 
Final Project teams will submit weekly progress reports and a performance evaluation of each team 
member via D2L dropbox.  During Weeks 15 & 16 teams will present their projects to the rest of the 
class in a 15-minute presentation.  An 8-page professional report will be due on the day of each team’s 
presentation.  Please bring one copy for me and submit a digital copy on D2L dropbox.   
 
EXAMS: There will be two exams covering chapter readings and in-class handouts/discussion notes.  
These exams will include a combination of short essays, multiple-choice, and true-false questions. I 
reserve the right to implement chapter quizzes as a graded item in this course if students show they are 
falling behind in the assigned readings each week.
