Assignments / Grading

There are 41 points possible in this course. You must earn at least 35 points to earn a passing grade. All
assignments in this class (except the Syllabus Quiz) will be graded on a pass/near-pass/fail basis. You will earn a
“pass” (2 points) for work that is turned in at the time assigned, complete, and coherent. You will earn a “near-
pass” (1 point) for work that is turned in on time but lacking in some area (e.g., you give feedback, but it is not
very helpful). You will earn a “fail” (0 points) for work that is not submitted by the deadline, or that is submitted
but blank, or that does not show a good-faith effort, or that | cannot read because of formatting issues.
Practically speaking, this system allows you one big screw-up, or a few minor screw-ups, before your overall
grade is impacted. The easiest way to screw up is to miss any assignment deadline. Pay close attention to those
as you move through the course.

You will complete the following assignments:
1. A quiz over the content of the course syllabus (1 point)

2. Future Job Assignment (2 points each; 8 points total) (Course LO#1)
a. a position description for an open entry-level job
b. a printed resume appropriate for that position
c. acover letter appropriate for that position
d. recordings from Big Interview and an overall assessment of your interviewing performance

3. An ePortfolio presentation based on the Division’s learning outcomes, which serves as an integration and
reflection of your curricular and co-curricular activities (2 points) (Course LO#2)

You will help one another create the best final products for #2 and #3 by engaging in the following connected
activities:

4. Online Discussion Forum Original Posts (2 points each; 10 points total). For each assignment, you will
make an original post to the Discussion forum before the deadline. Specific requirements for posts are
available on the individual assignment description pages in Canvas.

5. Discussion Peer Reviews (2 points each set; 10 points total). You will use the automated Peer Review tool
in Canvas to complete peer reviews of your classmates’ posted work before the weekly deadline.

6. Peer Ratings of Your Feedback (2 points each; 10 points total). Each week, your colleagues will evaluate
your ability to offer effective, helpful advice about their submissions. | will average the scores you receive
from those colleagues. Excellent scores (80-100%) earn full pass points; satisfactory scores (60-79%) earn
near-pass points; less-than-satisfactory scores (below 60%) earn zero points. If you fail to submit your
peer ratings, you earn a grade of ZERO, regardless of the ratings you earn from your colleagues.

Because of the “stacked” nature of these three assignments, missing any Original Post or Peer Review deadline
has a cumulative negative effect. If you miss a deadline for an Original Post, you will lose 6 total points. First, you
lose 2 for not meeting the Original Post deadline. In addition, you will not be assigned Peer Reviews, which will
cost you 2 more points. You also will not be able to evaluate others’ peer reviews of you (because you will not
have received any), which will cost you 2 more points. In short, missing an Original Post deadline will constitute
your one big screw-up. If you receive less than a full pass grade for ANY additional assignment, you will not be
able to earn a passing grade for the course without extra credit. If you do not submit your Peer Reviews on time,
you will lose 4 points (2 for missing the Peer Review deadline, 2 more because your peers will not be able to
evaluate your performance as a peer reviewer).

appropriately identifying the sources of those ideas; stealing examinations or course materials;
submitting, if contrary to the rules of a course, work previously presented in another course; tampering
with the laboratory experiment or computer program of another student; knowingly and intentionally
assisting another student in any of the above, including assistance in an arrangement whereby any work,
classroom performance, examination or other activity is submitted or performed by a person other than
the student under whose name the work is submitted or performed.
