COURSE DESCRIPTION

An elementary education methods course emphasizing intfegrated language arts with a
focus on reading, writing, listening, speaking, viewing and visually representing in the
elementary and middle schools.

e Course Philosophy:

Effective instruction and assessment of reading and writing relies on an integrated
curriculum, researched-based instruction, and a corresponding practicum.
Course content will build upon the pre-service teachers’ prior knowledge and
assumptions of language and literacy as the base for how we understand, shape,
and work in the world. Content will include major concepts and processes central
to understanding literacy/language arts development. How learners become
readers and writers, multiple contexts in which literacy learning develops, with
emphasis on new literacies and technologies. The importance of selection of
assessment and interventions, and the critical role of teachers in fostering literacy
learning which must integrate the six language arts strands of reading, wrifing,
speaking, listening, viewing and visually representing in elementary and middle
school settings.

Writing sample:

Rough Draft — beginning to get it together without erasing anything
Revising — checking that it makes sense and is clear
Editing/Proofreading — mechanics, grammair, spelling, sentence structure

Final Copy - publishing

Research:

You will need to read and create a report based on current journal articles (within the past 5
years). There will be one report and you're able to choose between SPELLING or GRAMMAR
or HANDWRITING.

Discover the pros and cons to teaching in one of these content areas. Summarize what you
have learned and how it might impact your instruction. (Focus on one or two ideas that
interest you.)

Procedure:

Decide what your research will be on.

Look for resources at the library and online. Look for journals, and other documents.

Find at least 3 resources that you will use to develop your writing. (Be careful not all
resources are great)

Develop a system for keeping your notes in order.
Write the introduction: Explain the focus of the paper and our specific purpose.

Write the body: Build your writing around the points you want to make. Summairize,
analyze and explain your research instead of just listing it.

Write the conclusion: Summarize what you have learned for the reader and integrate
your sources. Use this part of your paper to add up your information and explain their
significance.
