Purpose and Description of Course: This course is designed to prepare the future
teacher to work as part of an instructional team to meet the needs of diverse students,
including students who are labeled exceptional, in the general education classroom.
The legal and educational basis for regular class placement of children with
disabilities will be examined and explored. Specific responsibilities associated with
students who are labeled exceptional, including development and implementation of
Individualized Educational Plans (IEPs), will be covered. Finally, student reading and
classroom activities will focus on instructional and management practices that lead to
accommodating students with various needs and abilities in the general education
settings and curriculum. Successful completion of this course will require a 10 hour
practicum in an inclusive classroom. This course will provide exposure to the
various areas of exceptionality, including the foundations of special education:
individuals with cognitive/intellectual disabilities; learning disabilities; attention
deficit hyperactivity disorder; emotional/behavioral disorder; autism; speech,
language and communication impairment; hearing impairment; visual impairment;
physical disabilities; health disabilities; and related low incidence disabilities; and
giftedness.
