when the instructor shares an editable Google doc for a particular assignment.
m In general, resubmission of assignments to earn a higher score is not allowed.

Late Work: Submit all assignments by the posted due date to the appropriate
location by 5:00 PM on the due date. An assignment completed on time can
receive 100% of the points possible. Under extenuating circumstances, an
assignment can be turned in late for full credit if the student has obtained
permission from the instructor ahead of the due date and the assignment is
turned in on the agreed upon extended due date.
