Course Description

All students deserve the opportunity for high-quality, engaging, and meaningful instruction
within a respectful and empowering learning environment that fosters their self-worth and
literacy advancement. Without literacy skills, individuals face incredible challenges. Research
tells us that our state of Wisconsin has a history of using third-grade test scores for future
budget planning for prison beds! In this course, you will investigate and develop a repertoire of
effective strategies for teaching in your specific licensure/content area.EDUC 386 offers an
in-depth study of the relationships between reading, writing, speaking, and listening, and
motivation to the content area curriculum and instruction of adolescent learners. Specifically,
this course focuses on how content area educators put into action the key literacies of their
disciplines and ultimately advance the development of lifelong reading habits for adolescent
students. Preservice educators will also explore supplementary literacy and materials that may
be applied to their discipline. The essential question for the course: “If | taught, yet my students
did not learn, did | teach?”
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Teaching Dispositions

This course infuses best practice structures with an emphasis on collaboration in a
professional learning community (PLC). The profession of teaching requires educators to
participate in professional development activities to continue developing their expertise.
Likewise, teaching dispositions take center stage in this course. The professional attitude of
preservice educators should support, not disrupt professional collaboration (refer to INTASC
Standards 9 & 10). In this course, weekly meetings, active participation, group work,
assignments, etc. will showcase the knowledge, performance, and teaching dispositions. of
preservice educators.

This class meets weekly. Our first-class will meet face-to-face in-room . Subsequent
classes will take place Weekly online learning activities (e.g., watch videos, complete
readings, view websites, participate in reflections) are due PRIOR to our course meetings.

UWSP 14.03 Academic misconduct subject to disciplinary action.

(c) Forges or falsified academic documents or records;

(2) Examples of academic misconduct include, but are not limited to:

e Cheating on an examination
Collaborating with others in work to be presented, contrary to the stated rules of the course
Submitting a paper or assignment as one's work when a part or all of the paper or assignment is the work of another
Submitting a paper or assignment that contains ideas or research of others without appropriately identifying the
sources of those ideas
Stealing examinations or course materials
Submitting, if contrary to the rules of a course, work previously presented in another course
Tampering with the laboratory experiment or computer program of another student
Knowingly and intentionally assisting another student in any of the above, including assistance in an arrangement
whereby any work, classroom performance, examination, or other activity is submitted or performed by a person other
than the student under whose name the work is submitted or performed.
