Course Description and Purpose

Seminar in Student/Intern Teaching primarily focuses on the capstone project of completing the
SOE ePortfolio and the edTPA. In addition, guest speakers and structured group discussions on aspects
of teaching that emerge during full-time field experiences are conducted. The primary goal of the
course is to promote reflection in teaching and provide evidence of competency in the INTASC Model
Core Teaching Standards through completion of the professional teaching portfolio and completion of
the edTPA.

Prerequisite: Approval of department; concurrent registration in EDUC 398.
Credit: 1. Pass/Fail

9. Professional Learning and Ethical Practice
The teacher engages in ongoing professional learning and uses evidence to continually
evaluate his/her practice, particularly the effects of his/her choices and actions on
others (learners, families, other professionals, and the community), and adopts practice
to meet the needs of each learner.

To earn a Pass, students must attend and actively participate at
all seminars, participate in online discussions, submit evidence of proficiency as required, and
complete and share their professional teaching portfolios at the final seminar. Failure to
demonstrate a commitment to the profession and exhibit appropriate dispositions will result in a
grade of Fail. A passing edTPA score is required for Wisconsin Educator Licensure.
