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Purpose and Description of Course

This course emphasizes working with families, community, and agencies to meet the needs of students with
disabilities across the life span. We will discuss the student’s unique needs from early intervention to post high
school. Future teachers will develop a thorough understanding of familial needs, behaviors, and concerns for all
family members. Future teachers will be introduced to community service agencies and other adult service
organizations that collaborate with schools and adults with disabilities to provide support during and after K-12
education. Students will examine all aspects of adulthood and the transition to adulthood include legal issues,
self-determination, employment options and training, education options, independent living skills, and
recreation.

Learning Outcomes

1. Students will read and discuss the legal responsibilities associated with K-12 setting and
transition to adulthood.

3. Students will develop background and resources to support their current and future students and
families through a variety of transitions.

5. Students will research age-appropriate transition assessments for education,
employment, and independent living skills and use the case study to complete a
Post-secondary Transition plan, linking assessment results with goals and services.

UWSP 14.03 Academic misconduct subject to disciplinary action.

(1) Academic misconduct is an act in which a student:

(a) Seeks to claim credit for the work or efforts of another without authorization or citation;

(b) Uses unauthorized materials or fabricated data in any academic exercise;

(c) Forges or falsifies academic documents or records;

(d) Intentionally impedes or damages the academic work of others;

(e) Engages in conduct aimed at making false representation of a student's academic performance; or
(f) Assists other students in any of these acts.

(2) Examples of academic misconduct include, but are not limited to:

e Cheating on an examination

e Collaborating with others in work to be presented, contrary to the stated rules of the course

o Submitting a paper or assignment as one's own work when a part or all of the paper or

assignment is the work of another

e Submitting a paper or assignment that contains ideas or research of others without
appropriately identifying the sources of those ideas
Stealing examinations or course materials
Submitting, if contrary to the rules of a course, work previously presented in another course
Tampering with the laboratory experiment or computer program of another student
Knowingly and intentionally assisting another student in any of the above, including assistance in
an arrangement whereby any work, classroom performance, examination or other activity is
submitted or performed by a person other than the student under whose name the work is
submitted or performed.

Students suspected of academic misconduct will be asked to meet with the instructor to discuss the
concerns. If academic misconduct is evident, procedures for determining disciplinary sanctions will be
followed as outlined in the University System Administrative Code, Chapter 14.

FERPA
