Education 769: Instructional strategies, behavioral interventions, and curricular adaptations for the
elementary and secondary levels in the areas of science, social sciences, and other areas of teaching
students with disabilities.

Late Work: Submit all assignments by the posted due date to the appropriate
location by 11:59 PM on the due date. An assighment completed on time can
receive 100% of the points possible. Under extenuating circumstances, an
assignment can be turned in late for full credit if the student has obtained
permission from the instructor ahead of the due date and the assignment is
turned in on the agreed upon extended due date. Without prior approval, an
assignment completed no more than 48 hours late can receive up to 80% of the
points possible. An assignment completed no more than 1 week late can receive
up to 60% of the points possible. Assignments turned in after one week of the
due date will earn zero points. Please ask before the assignment is due if you
need an extension; in most cases | will grant one.

Weekly Assignments: Throughout this course you will be expected to complete
learning activities corresponding to weekly readings. Types of tasks may include
communicating via email, completing basic internet searches, downloading and



uploading documents to Canvas, reading documents online, viewing online
videos, participating in small group or partner synchronous online discussions,
completing tests online, and participating in asynchronous online discussions.
You will earn points for participating in and submitting various activities.
Although the activities are due Sundays, you may work ahead and complete
