English 330 is a study of the works of Geoffrey Chaucer, with emphasis on The Canterbury Tales, in Middle English. Developing facility with Middle English is a necessary tool and will occupy much of our attention in the first few weeks, but as a means rather than a primary goal of the course.  Similarly, we will need to learn some things about Chaucer’s cultural, social, and literary context, but our primary concern will be developing the ability to read the texts closely and construct meanings from them.

This course is primarily intended for English majors and minors, although all students are welcome.  It meets the major authors requirement of the major and minor. It should add to your knowledge of British literature, and may be an invitation to and preparation for further reading and study of medieval literature or provide a historical perspective on later literature. 

This course is also part of the Communication in the Major program for the English major. By the end of the course you should be able to 

· Produce well-delivered and organized presentations or other forms of oral communication with properly documented and supported ideas and evidence suitable to the topic, purpose, and audience, according to discipline-specific standards. 

· Create grammatically correct and organized written texts produced through a process of revision and peer critique, with properly documented and supported ideas and evidence suitable to the topic, purpose, and audience, according to discipline-specific standards of written communication. 


The success of this course depends heavily on the active involvement of students. There are several specific kinds of work you will be doing:

· Do the reading before class, and do it thoughtfully.  Reading in Middle English may be difficult at first, especially if you have no experience with it.  Do the best you can, and feel free to bring to class any questions about language if necessary.  As we get more comfortable with the language, come prepared with comments, questions, and/or passages noted that you would like to discuss.  I will have some specific suggestions for things to think about, but do not feel limited to them.  
· Come to class consistently and participate in discussions to the best of your ability. The more each person contributes to the discussion, the more enjoyable and beneficial the course will be for everyone.  This will include reading out loud in Middle English. ( If you are shy, I encourage you to set a goal of speaking up about once every class meeting, and to let me know if there is anything I can do to help you feel comfortable contributing. If you lack confidence about your understanding of the material, it’s all the more important to speak up—and remember, others may have the same questions.  If you tend to talk a lot in class, try to be mindful of the quieter people around you and hang back occasionally.
· Take a few translation quizzes, as scheduled during the first few weeks and occasionally thereafter (announced or unannounced).

· Write three papers. Deadlines are included on the class schedule; detailed assignments will be given in class.
· A short (500-750 words) paper on the early poetry;

· A medium-length (1000-1500 words) paper on the first parts of the Tales;

· A longer paper (about 2000) words on any of Chaucer’s works and incorporating secondary research.  
There will be required proposals and drafts toward the second and third papers.
· Peer review:  For the two longer papers, read and comment on three or four classmates’ papers, following guidelines that will be provided.

· Presentation: Give a 5 to 8-minute oral version of your second paper to the class.
· Final Exam: a written test consisting of passages from Chaucer’s poetry which you will translate, identify, and/or comment on.

Detailed grading criteria for papers and presentations will be distributed and discussed in class well before the assignments are due.  Graded assignments are weighted in the course grade as follows:

Paper 1: 10%

Quizzes:10%

Paper 2: 15%

Final exam:15%
Presentation: 10%

Grading Rubric for Attendance, Preparation, and Participation
	
	Plusses – at least a few things here needed for an A
	Expectation – meeting this in all categories is necessary for a B
	Minuses – these will lead to grades lower than B

	Attendance
	Is present for all of every class meeting, or (rarely) is absent for a compelling reason, which is shared with the instructor promptly.
	Attends consistently (at least 90% of the time).  Occasional absences or late arrival are mostly for a valid reason.
	Missing class, arriving late, or leaving early, more than 10% of the time, or less often but without explanation.

	Attentiveness 
	Consistently comes equipped (book, notebook, etc.) to class. Is always listening actively when not speaking.  
	Usually comes equipped and is listening actively when not speaking.
	Attends to something other than class activities.

	Submitted as scheduled, showing an appropriate degree of progress toward the final draft, allowing for meaningful feedback.

	Improves the conversation in a significant way.  (E.g. helps draw others out, makes extra effort to contribute if shy, etc.)
	
	Impairs the conversation in a significant way. (E.g. dominates discussion, talks while others are talking, treats other students or their ideas with disrespect) 



Attendance.  Because participation in discussion is a large part of the course, attendance is included along with preparation and participation in determining your course grade as described above. Let me know when you are absent, late, or unable to participate in a particular activity for some legitimate reason. If you are absent for any reason, it’s a good idea to check D2L for any handouts or powerpoints and to ask a classmate to share their notes—but these are the next-best-thing, not a substitute for coming to class

Late papers.  You will benefit most from this course when you do your writing according to the schedule I have set up for drafting, getting feedback, and revising.  I will lower the grade on a paper by one letter grade per week late (pro-rated when appropriate). If legitimate problems interfere with getting your work in on time, talk with me about them, the earlier the better. No work will be accepted after the end of finals week except in extraordinary situations with approval.
Calculating Grades:  Letter grades are converted to points, and points back to a letter grade for the course, using the following scale:  D, 60-66.99%; D+, 67-69.99%; C- 70-72.99%; C, 73-76.99%; C+, 77-79.99%; B-, 80-82.99%; B, 83-86.99%, B+, 87-89.99%, A-, 90-92.99%, A, 93-100%.  An assignment not turned in is recorded as 0, but an F paper gets points in the F range.

Academic honesty. Students enrolled in an upper-level course should already understand the difference between appropriate and inappropriate forms of help in writing papers and know generally accepted standards for how to select, use, and cite sources.  If that’s not true of you, or if you have questions or feel unsure about any use of help or sources, ask before proceeding. Any instance of Academic Misconduct will be dealt with according to University policy, which includes the possibility of an F for the assignment or for the course.
