Il. Objectives

In this course participants will analyze their own philosophy of education relative to past
and current educational inquiry. The course is in seven parts addressing major areas of
philosophical inquiry. A single capstone assignment of an approximate seven-page syn-
thesis paper will determine your grade in this course. The paper has seven modules or
parts and each module builds the content for the final paper. There are no deadlines in
this course, only suggestions for pacing the work throughout the summer. Itis permissible
to do a single submission of a final paper at any time during the course timeline however;
you will not receive incremental feedback about your work if you choose to do the course
in this manner. Your course grade is based solely on the quality of your final paper.
