Course Objectives:

1. Use reflective thought in analyzing teaching and learning experiences

2. Examine issues and trends as they relate to Family and Consumer Sciences Education in diverse learning environments.

3. Complete development of a professional portfolio in preparations for seeking a teaching position. 

4. Reflect upon teaching and learning experiences as they apply to the critical science approach to Family and Consumer Sciences Education. 

Course Requirements:

1. Submit a course schedule form/log by the end of your first week for your site. Provide a designated university supervisor with at least six weekly log sheets showing exactly the subject matter being taught and the times. 
2. Lead teaching must include at least 40 hours of instruction.
3. Create weekly unit plans that reflect creative and though provoking lessons. (These are NOT turned into me)
4. Provide 4- complete lesson plans with handouts to the appropriate drop box
5. OPTIONAL (but highly recommended) Video or audio tape your self once in your teaching experience. Write a summary of the experience and what you identified as your strengths and weaknesses. What areas are you going to work to improve? This might be used for your Professional Development Plan.

6. Complete a Professional Development Plan related to your intern experience. This is to help you identify areas that need improvement and then formulate a plan to implement those improvements. NOTE- you do not actually need to implement this plan!
7. Make sure the “summative evaluation report” is completed, signed by a cooperating teacher or administrator, and submitted to the university supervisor (Dr. Susan Turgeson) at the end of the experience.

8. Complete your “professional portfolio” requirements by the end of the enrollment period.

9. Use reflective journaling by responding to the following questions via D2L:
