The purpose of Fr 345 is to help you improve your speaking and understanding abilities of
“Modern French”, standard and spoken French. We will discuss short texts, learn to write
various French style essays (plaidoyer and critique) and Dissertation. We will cover about
10 out of 12 chapters.

There will be few short literary pieces (1-3 pages), a one act play and a short story. This is
NOT a grammar course; however, a few important grammatical points will be reviewed or
retaught. You'll receive a bi-weekly syllabus.
