Course Objective
Campus Orchestra is a non-auditioning string orchestra open to all UWSP students.  Together we will perform a variety of musical literature on our concert Tuesday December 5, at the highest standard possible.  Students will further develop all aspects of musicality.
Learning outcomes from GEP Arts Investigative Learning

· Identify aesthetic, cultural, and historical dimensions of artistic traditions and techniques.

In this course through rehearsals and multiple performances we will identify different dimensions of string orchestra performance and history.

· Demonstrate an understanding of creative expression by critiquing, creating, or collaborating on a specific work of art.

You will demonstrate an understanding of creative expression by collaborating in performance on multiple pieces of art.

· Express your own understanding and interpretation of works of art critically and imaginatively.

You will express your own understanding and interpretation of string orchestra repertoire through ensemble performance and rehearsal, and discussion of techniques.
Course Grading Policies and Expectations

Students are expected to act professionally and take their studies seriously.  This includes arriving to rehearsals and concerts on time, having rehearsed all assigned parts with the appropriate equipment and materials.  

The student will be graded according to the following:

· Attendance

· Participation and effort

· Preparation for class

Letter grades issued are in accordance with the university grading policies.

Attendance Policy
Attendance is expected at each of our rehearsals and concert, the concert date is listed below.  Please mark the concert date on your calendar as soon as possible so no conflicts will arise. If you are ill, you must contact Professor Bjella before the event to let him know you will not be able to attend.  Absences without prior notice will result in an unexcused absence.  Excused absences are permitted in cases of illness, bereavement or a university sponsored event but must be arranged prior to the class.  

A student’s grade will be lowered one letter grade for each unexcused absence.  A member is considered tardy if not seated in the ensemble, ready for rehearsal at the scheduled starting time; being late twice constitutes one absence.  Concert attendance is mandatory.

String Orchestra member maintain a cooperative, collaborative attitude during rehearsals.

String Orchestra member practices parts individually, particularly when requested by the conductor.
