Course Description:
In this course, you will learn appropriate performance and pedagogical techniques for the flute, oboe and

bassoon.

Course Goals and Objectives:

* To prepare the student for teaching beginning and intermediate level flute/oboe/bassoonists

* To develop skills performing on flute, oboe and bassoon utilizing good embouchure, intonation, tone, hand
position, fingerings, and posture

* To gain understanding of the assembly, care and maintenance of the instruments

* To observe oboe and bassoon reed making and learn basic reed adjustments with and without a knife

* To develop a resource for teaching through the creation of a notebook of notes, method comparisons,
articles, essays, and lists of resources

* To gain pedagogical experience through formal and informal instruction, conducting and arranging

Regular attendance is required. More than two unexcused absences will lower your grade by one grade
level.
