GENERAL GUIDELINES:

This online course requires the student to be aware of due dates of
discussion posts, assignments, quizzes, etc. There is something to do for the
class each week, with some weeks having more than one
discussion/quiz/assignment due. I will do my best to have several reminders
and postings about when things are due, but it is very important for each
student to stay on top of the course. If you feel you are falling behind or
having trouble keeping up, it is important to contact me asap.

DISCUSSIONS:

We will have 3 discussions during the semester, each worth 100 points, for a
total of 300 points and 30% of your total course grade. Students will be
randomly assigned to a group of six (6) students for discussions. You will
stay in your assigned group for the entire semester, unless an issue arises.
If you are having issues with your group, please contact me immediately.
Each discussion will be open for approximately 2 weeks. Discussions
generally involve some individual work, and also some work with your group.
It is important to pay attention to the due dates for the Discussions. Some
discussions will have 2 parts, where you will have one week to complete your
individual part of the discussion, and then you have one more week to
respond to your group members. Please do not wait until the last minute to
connect with your group members. You will be graded on the completion and
quality of your posts. Active and on-time participation is critical for
discussions to work effectively and for students to have a positive experience
in Discussions. Please participate!!! If you have questions about how to
post, etc. please contact me asap (well before the due date) so I can help
you. See Canvas for the Discussion grading rubric.

WRITTEN ASSIGNMENTS:

Five written assignments will be associated with course topics throughout the
semester, worth 70 points each for a total of 350 points (35% of course
grade). Each assignment will be completed individually and uploaded
electronically to Canvas.

QUIZZES:
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Two types of quizzes are given in this class: 1) Reading quizzes, which are
associated with readings from the National Geographic Learning Reader
(textbook), and 2) Module quizzes, which are based on resources and
assignments given within each module.

Reading Quizzes: Five (5) reading quizzes will be given throughout the
semester, which can be completed once you have done the assigned
readings from the National Geographic Learning Reader. Each reading quiz is
worth a total of 18 points, for a total of 90 points and 9% of your total grade.
Module Quizzes: Five (5) module quizzes will be given throughout the
semester, worth 24 points each, for a total of 120 points and 12% of your
total grade.

SUSTAINABILITY EVENTS! ATTENDANCE & REFLECTION: You are required to
attend two (2) sustainability-related events, and complete a written
reflection of each one, worth 70 points each and 14% of your total course
grade. The purpose of this is to get everyone in class involved or
participating in something related to sustainability during the semester.

After attending the event, you will have to fill out a reflection form and
upload your completed form to CANVAS. Some examples are: a speaker on
or off campus, a film, attendance at a sustainability-related event for a
student organization, etc. You may attend an organized event or create your
own! I will give examples of activities that will count throughout the semester
(posted under the ‘Sustainability Events’ Module in CANVAS), but you are
welcome to attend or participate in something outside of my
recommendations. Events can be on- or off- campus, during the week or on
the weekend, anywhere that you are! To make sure your event will ‘count’
please talk to me about it, either by email, or during office hours. Both
sustainability assignments are due by the last day of class.

Participation
Students are expected to participate in all online activities as listed on the
course calendar. While there is not a specific ‘participation grade’ for this
course, each student is expected to participate in all of the course ‘tasks’
(quizzes, group discussions and assignments). Failure to complete tasks will
result in a zero grade for each thing not completed. Overall, failure to
participate in the course and complete tasks will negatively affect your
course grade.

Complete Assignments
All assignments for this course will be submitted electronically
through Canvas unless otherwise instructed. Assignments must be
submitted by the given deadline or special permission must be requested
from instructor before the due date. Extensions will not be given beyond the
next assignment except under extreme circumstances and if the instructor is
contacted before the date the assignment is due.

All discussion assignments must be completed by the assignment due date
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and time. Late or missing discussion assignments will negatively affect the
student’s grade.
