Logistics: NRES 250 lab will be 100% in-person. It will consist of a combination of classroom 

lecture material and classroom and outdoor activities. However, you will be required to 

read/watch preparatory materials on Canvas prior to the class. You will be conducting all 

activities as part of an assigned crew. It will be up to your crew to obtain the gear needed for 

each activity from the stockroom before each class meeting. Be sure to have your student ID to 

pick up your crew’s gear.

Canvas: Course materials, videos, and assignments will be posted on Canvas. Most of your 

assignments and exams will be submitted in Canvas. I will communicate information related to 

the lab using Canvas announcements.  

 

Grading: The laboratory portion of this course is 40% of your grade. The laboratory 

component consists of two lab exams (each contributing 20% toward your lab grade), one 

scientific report (10% of your lab grade) three assignments (a combined 30% of your lab 

grade), and lab quizzes (collectively comprising 20% of your lab grade). 

 

Report format for each assignment will be provided. You are expected to follow these 

guidelines and write your reports accordingly. All lab assignments must be typed and turned in 

on the assigned due date. There will be a 5% deducted per day for assignments that are turned 

in late.
