GENERAL INFORMATION 
 
Course Description: 

This course has a required pair of workshops on August 27 and 28, 2020.  You are required to attend both the 

Zoom session as well as the field session.

Access plan will include: 

• A GIS map of the designated property that includes: 

o Trucking route 

o Landings 

o Skid/forwarder trails 

• A plan with map (app. 2 pages plus map) which details all applicable concerns for invasives and water 

quality and how they were mitigated.
