COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course provides an overview of theory and research on emotion. It examines emotion on a 
continuum, from the micro-biological level up to the macro-cultural level. Given that the study of 
emotion cuts across the arts, sciences, and humanities, the contributions of other fields to our 
knowledge will be considered at several points. This broader perspective will help us to better 
recognize how and why emotions shape our personal and professional lives.

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GRADED ASSIGNMENTS

Discussions

There will be 12 graded discussion forums in this course. For each forum, you will be required to 
post twice—once with your response to the discussion prompt, and a second time in response 
to another student’s response (by Sundays at 11:59pm). You are welcome to post more than 
twice, but there is no extra credit for doing so. You will receive an overall score for your first two 
posts in a week. Although you are only required to post in 10 forums, you are encouraged to 
post in all 12 (any higher scores will replace lower scores in other forums). Discussions will be 
worth 10 points each for a total of 100 points (about 36% of your final grade).

Quizzes

There will be 12 quizzes in this course. Each quiz will consist of 10 multiple-choice questions 
and will focus on one chapter of the textbook. You will have 15 minutes to complete a quiz and 
are allowed to take each of them twice—you will receive the higher of your two attempts. All 
quizzes are drawn randomly from larger item pools. This means that all quiz attempts are 
unique (even for the same student). Although you are only required to complete 10 quizzes, you 
are encouraged to complete all 12 (any higher scores allow you to replace lower scores on 
other quizzes). Quizzes will be worth 10 points each for a total of 100 points (about 36% of your 
final grade).

Papers

There will be four papers in this course. Each paper provides space for personal interests and 
opportunities for deeper analysis of course material. These papers will be 2-3 pages (12-point 
font, one-inch margins, double-spaced) and must be submitted on Canvas. The papers will be 
worth 20 points each for a total of 80 points (about 29% of your final grade).

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Incompletes
