Course Description and Prerequisites 
The first of two intermediate-level Russian courses, RUS 201 is for students who have completed RUS 101 
and RUS 102 in the Department of Global Cultures & Languages or equivalent. It continues to develop 
students' communicative competence in the four skills of listening, speaking, reading, and writing. It also 
develops students' cross-cultural awareness and competence while building their communicative 
strategies.   
 
Course Learning Objectives/ Outcomes 
Students will be able to effectively communicate on a variety of topics of a personal and professional nature using written 
(reading and writing) and oral (speaking and listening) language skills at an Intermediate-Low level on the ACTFL proficiency 
scale. Students will be able to demonstrate knowledge of cultural practices, products, and perspectives encountered in a 
variety of spoken, written, and visual forms.  
After successfully completing this course students will be able to: 
• Describe weather and prepare for travel to a resort or summer home 
• Understand patterns of city and rural living and recognize cultural significance of summer homes in Russian society 
• Talk about movies, television programs, books, authors, genres 
• Conduct a search on the internet of television schedules and showings at the movie theaters in different cities in Russia 

• Talk about holidays, celebrations, and traditions in America 
• Make and respond to invitations for a holiday 
• Greet hosts and guests, apply rules of etiquette when offered food at the celebration 
• Identify meals and beverages traditionally served for various holidays 

• Extend holiday greetings/congratulations and wishes to write a postcard  
• Reflect on cultural significance of Russian traditions and historic influence on their development

Course Format 
This is a distance education course. You will have online asynchronous work and in-person synchronous work to 
complete. Students from UW-La Crosse and UW-Stevens Point will be joining synchronous meetings on their 
respective campuses each Monday and Wednesday from 9:55-10:50 a.m. During these live synchronous sessions, we 
will focus on oral communication. In preparation for these oral communication sessions, you will complete pre-
synchronous meeting activities on Canvas, which will include learning vocabulary via Quizlet with recordings of your

interactive presentations in H5P, completing concept checks built in H5P explanations, preparing written drafts of 
discussion answers.

However, the use of Google or Yandex Translate and other similar online/machine translators is not accepted for work that 
is evaluated in our course. Although these sites may give you quick answers when you find yourself pressed for time, they 
are problematic for many reasons. The most serious reason is that they are not an accurate representation of your work, 
meaning that their use constitutes academic misrepresentation, a violation of the UW-L Honor Code. Any use of Google 
Translate, Yandex Translate or similar machine translation sites for any part of our class will be processed following the UW 
System’s procedure for academic misrepresentation.

I provide students feedback and/or scores on assignments that require individualized grading before a further assignment 
of a similar format is due. Generally, I return work that requires individual feedback within 21 days from the date the work 
was due.
