General Goals of the course:

Spanish 340 is an introduction to the critical study of Spanish literature. In this course, we
will read representative texts in Spanish from each of the four genres: narrative, drama,
essay and poetry. Students will identify and analyze how beliefs and values of Hispanic
cultures shape these texts and how, at the same time, they shape culture. They will be able
to speak, think critically, and write persuasively about them. Finally, they will be able to
show an emerging ability to formulate reflective and informed moral, ethical, or aesthetic
comparisons between cultures of the Spanish and English speaking world.
