LAS METAS DEL CURSO:

Hay tres metas principales de Espafiol 345:

1. El repaso y el mejorar de las habilidades de escuchar, hablar, leer y escribir espafiol.
2. El repaso de la gramética espafiola y el aumentar del vocabulario.
3. La continuacién de aprender mas de los asuntos actuales que enfrentan las culturas del habla espafiol.

LOS REQUISITOS DEL CURSO:

1. Asistencia y participacion: Se espera que el estudiante no falte a clase. Si por circunstancias excepcionales no se puede
asistir a la clase, es la responsabilidad del estudiante enterarse de la tarea para la préxima clase (en Canvas) y prepararse
para la proxima clase. No me envie un mensaje por correo electrénico para explicar la ausencia. Las ausencias, por
cualquier razon, resultaran en la pérdida de puntos. La participacion activa en clase constituye una parte importante de la
nota final Es necesario que usted prepare de antemano la tarea asignada para esa fecha, y que tenga completada la tarea
para ese dia particular.

En clase hay que observar las siguientes reglas:

a. Llegar atiempo.

b. Estar listo(a) para participar activamente en clase. No es suficiente simplemente estar presente sin contribuir a
la conversacion en clase.

c. Encender la cdmara (turn-on your cdmara) a menos que haya una circunstancia inesperada/problematica e
excepcional que no le permite encenderla (unless there is a specific, exceptional reason why you cannot during
that class period.)

d. Participar y no salir durante las conversaciones con otros por medio de “break-out rooms”

Se recibird una nota de participacion cada semana basada en la escala siguiente:

Ausencia o falta completa de preparacion y/o participacion = 0 puntos
Participacion y preparacion minima = 1 punto

Participacion y preparacién adecuada = 2 puntos

Preparacion excelente y participacién activa y voluntaria = 3 puntos

2. La preparacion de la tarea. Habré tarea diaria para preparar y entregar por medio de Canvas antes de la clase.

3. Usted entregara dos composiciones a lo largo del semestre.  Las composiciones se entregard en Canvas. Recibira el
tema del trabajo antes de la fecha limite de la composicion (véase el calendario de clase). Habra cinco composiciones a lo
largo del semestre. Usted tendra que escoger dos temas de las cinco opciones para hacer. Cada trabajo va a tratar de un
tema literario o cultural estudiado durante el curso. Consistira en aproximadamente 500 palabras-, escrito por
computadora, a renglon abierto, con margenes de una pulgada, con titulo y del tipo Times New Roman de 12 puntos.
Después de entregar la composicion usted va a recibirla con sugerencias para mejorarla. Tendré la oportunidad de
revisarla poniendo las correcciones en la composicién; jno quiero que escriba de nuevo la composicién! Recibira una
nota para la primera version y para la revisién; su nota final sera el promedio de estas dos.
