1.  Asistencia: Se espera que el estudiante no falte a más de una clase. La participación 

activa en clase constituye una parte importante de la clase.

Hay que escribir y entregar dos de estos ensayos a lo largo del 

semestre. Trabajar con un(os) compañero(os) para investigar, preparar y dar varias 

presentaciones breves asociadas con los temas importantes presentados en las 

películas y/o lecturas.  

 

        4.   Completar varias pruebas breves online y/o en clase (sin anuncio previo) 

 

        5.   Preparar/hacer varias presentaciones breves orales en clase a lo largo del semestre 

 

        6.   Preparar y presentar un informe/presentación oral final de unos 10-12 minutos
