Spanish 495 is designed to provide students the opportunity to make connections between the
main learning objectives of the Spanish major and the General Education Program which both
aim to develop the qualities of global citizenship.

2. La preparacion y la tarea:

3. Trabajar con un comparfiero para investigar, preparar y dar una presentacion detallada (30
minutos) asociada con los temas/problemas importantes presentados en una de las peliculas que
veremos en clase.

4. Preparar y entregar 2 ensayos persuasivos de 1-2 paginas basados en los
temas/problemas presentados en dos peliculas adicionales que veremos en clase.

5. Dar una presentacion final breve (5 minutos) basada en las peliculas que hemos visto este
semestre.

6. Preparar y entregar un trabajo escrito final e individual de 4-5 paginas basado en la
presentacion en #3.
