Metas para la clase:

1. Adquirir conocimientos generales y vocabulario especifico sobre el mundo de los
negocios en espariol.

2. Adquirir conocimiento de correspondencia y documentos comerciales en espafiol.
3. Mejorar las cuatro habilidades linguisticas para comunicarse eficazmente en
diferentes contextos.

4. Mejorar la capacidad expresiva en espafiol a través de la lecturay de la
participacion en clase.

5. Estimular el pensamiento critico y el espiritu creativo para desempefiarse en
mercados internacionales.

6. Apreciar y entender el papel de la cultura hispana en el contexto de los negocios
internacionales.

7. Adquirir conocimiento general de trabajos potenciales en el mundo de negocios
utilizando espafiol.

Requisitos:

1. Asistencia: La participacion activa en linea y en clase constituye una parte
importante de la nota final. Los estudiantes que no asistan a pruebas o
presentaciones orales sin permiso previo de la profesora no tendran la
oportunidad de volver a realizarlas y recibiran una "F" en la actividad
determinada. Si por circunstancias excepcionales no se puede asistir a la clase,
es la responsabilidad del estudiante enterarse de la tarea (de un compariero de
clase o de Canvas para esta clase) y prepararse para la proxima clases.

2. Leer las lecturas asignadas y preparar ejercicios y tareas pertinentes antes
de asistir a clase. La preparacion de clase constituye un 45% de la nota final y
incluye lo siguiente:

a. Leer las lecturas asignadas y prepararse para discutirlas en linea o en clase
para la fecha indicada.

b. Preparar las tareas y los ejercicios asignados en MINDTAP. Puesto que no
tendrén una copia dura del texto, se debe llevar el teléfono celular o la
computadora portatil a clase todos los dias. Algunas de las tareas seran
completadas y entregadas por medio de MINDTAP (generalmente solo las
que pueden ser “auto graded” por ¢l sistema). El resto de la tarea (los
ejercicios mas abiertos, seran entregadas por medio del Dropbox de Canvas
En cualquier caso, se debe completar las tareas antes de la fecha limite para
la que ésta ha sido asignada.

3. Presentacion y resumen/bosquejo escrito. Preparar una presentacion de
aproximadamente 25 minutos y un resumen / bosquejo escrito (2paginas)
sobre varias posibilidades de empleo que utilizan habilidades de lengua
espafola (ademas de la ensefianza o un trabajo con Sentry Insurance). Las
presentaciones empiezan después de las vacaciones de la primavera. El tema
especifico debe ser aprobado antes de empezar a trabajar en la
presentacion. Todos los estudiantes deben preparar un resumen de dos
paginas de su presentacion para ser entregada y repartida a los comparieros de
clase el dia de la presentacion (un handout para la clase) y compartir su
presentacion de PowerPoint por medio de Canvas (con todos los enlaces de la
red mencionadas en la presentacion). Parte de este trabajo puede ser / incluir
un perfil / una entrevista de alguien que actualmente usa sus habilidades de
lengua espafiola en una capacidad profesional que podria ser una opcion de
carrera para graduados de artes liberales (como sus compafieros de clase) con
la habilidad avanzada en espafiol.

4. Habra varias pruebas breves, principalmente sobre el vocabulario y las
préacticas de negocio.

5. Habra un examen final.

Notas:

1. Asistenciay participacion diaria 15%
