Course Description
This course will examine multiple facets of developmental psychology. Specifically, this course
will cover human development from conception to death. The major topics include cognitive,
emotional and physical development during chronological stages of human lifespan: infancy &
childhood, adolescence & young adulthood, and finally middle and late adulthood.

Assignments and Assessments

Exams:
3 exams will be given throughout the semester to assess your understanding of course content. It
is imperative that you do all of the readings in your textbook, as not all of the information you
will be tested on is provided in the lectures. All exams will consist of 50 questions (true/false
and multiple choice) worth 2 points each. They will become accessible on Canvas at the
beginning of their respective week, and due on the Sundays at 11:59pm of those weeks.

Honorlock will be used to proctor the exams. You are responsible to make sure your computer
is adequate. With Honorlock, you will be recorded (video + Audio + computer screen) while
taking the exam. No other information will be recorded. Beside Honorlock personnel, your
professor will be the only one accessible to your recordings.

Papers: You are required to write four papers which will help you reflect on course-relevant
topics and broaden your understanding of developmental psychology. They will be
approximately 2 pages in length and follow the APA style (1-inch margin, double-spaced, and in
12-point Time New Roman font). Your name and assignment title must only be on the cover
page (which is not counted as the body). Please proofread before submitting! Points will be lost
for spelling and grammar issues. (25 points each)

Discussion: In most week beside the exam weeks, a topic of discussion will be given. You will
need to respond to the discussion topic using information from the textbook, information you
have collected from outside sources, or your personal experiences. (10 pts each, there are 11
discussions, one will be treated as bonus).

Note: All assignments will be completed on Canvas. You will have at least 1 week to complete
the assignments.

Class Policies

Attendance: no formal attendance will be recorded except for the first two weeks per university
policy. In our class this means completion of at least one assignment during the two weeks marks
attendance.

Missed assignments: Makeup opportunities for late/missed assignments will only be granted for
valid reasons that can be substantiated by students.
